1972, Otto Piene
1967 marks Piene’s involvement with Sky art, a term he coined in 1969 and which allowed him to use landscape and cities

themselves as the focal point of his work. For the closing of the 1972 Summer Olympics in Munich, Piene created the sky
work Olympic Rainbow, made up of five differently coloured helium-filled polythene tubes, each one 600 m long

This painting, which took three years to complete, was commissioned by the wealthy industrialist Ferdinand Bloch-Bauer,
‘who made his money in the sugar industry. Ferdinand Bloch-Bauer favored the arts, especially Klimt, and commissioned
him to complete another portrait of his wife Adele in 1912. Adele Bloch-Bauer was the only person to be painted twice by
Klimt. This painting is perhaps most famous not for its artistic quality, but because of its scandalous history since inception.
Upon her death, Adele Bloch-Bauer wished the painting to be given to the Austrian State Gallery, but it was seized by
advancing German forces in World War Il. In 1945, Ferdi Bloch-Bauer desi the paintings to be the property of
his nephew and nieces, including Maria Altmann. , the Austrian retained o p of the
painting, and was not returned to the Altmann family until 2006 after a long court battle. The painting was then sold at
auction for $135 million dollars, which at that time was the highest price paid at auction for a painting. Itis now displayed
the Neue Art Gallery in New York.
